Nicky has a superb eye for precision; and a 
skill that capture’s the animals’ personalities 
in a complimentary form, making every piece 
unique. It is also worth noting here, the way she 
runs her commission based business is as defined as her talent for art. She 
details easy to follow instructions and the processes she undertakes to create 
her work on her website, alongside many examples of her work. 
 
Any pet owner or animal lover will know that trying to take photos of animals at 
times can be a battle, mainly because it is hard to get them to keep still! But 
when the time comes and you have that perfect picture that you would like to 
immortalise on canvas forever, Nicky gives some helpful tips on her website,

Her other interests include gardening, dressmaking, and 
dancing – she also runs The Oxford Swing Dance Society with friends, teaching 
weekly Lindy Hop/ Swing dance classes and workshops. 
 
I cannot imagine any animal lover not being moved or enthused by her pieces - 
and even if you are not a pet or animal person you cannot deny the beauty of this 
artist's talent.
